	The EULA is presented to the customer during extraction or installation in a way that cannot be sidestepped by the user.  If the user does not accept the EULA, the SRA must not install.


	
	
	

	If there is a README file packaged with the SRA, the customer must be presented with the option of opening this after install completes.  It is recommended that a README is maintained and includes at the very least a link to whatever landing page and customer help maintained by the partner.


	
	
	

	The customer must not be required to copy files to specific places, nor may they be required to edit any files to configure the SRA.


	
	
	

	SRAs must be versioned.  The version and build number should be obvious from the packaging and must be detectable after installation (e.g. command –v) with the method of detection described to VMware and the customer.


	
	
	

	Partner and VMware will maintain compatibility lists (like the HCL) that shows what hardware models and management software versions are supported by each version of the adapter.  This matrix will be mutually agreed upon by the partner and VMware based on the guidelines in Appendix E.  VMware will post the HCL for each adapter in the same place it is posted for download.


	
	
	

	If the partner ships any non-compiled code, they need to provide VMware proper checksums so that we can make sure that the files are unedited when we take a support call.  The partner must also provide instructions to VMware and the customer (e.g. in the README) how to compute the checksum.


	
	
	

	Partner must provide a text file containing all applicable licenses for all open source components used in the SRA package


	
	
	

	Vendors must provide a zip of all source code for which, as a condition of vendor’s use/distribution of the open source component(s), must be made publicly available in source form.
