Workaround for the malfunction of Multipathd daemon

Symptoms:
It has been discovered during out testing of DM-MPIO on RHEL5 beta and RC versions that multipathd daemon can malfunction due to missing UUID entries in initrd. This problem happens very infrequently but once triggered its easily reproducible. Mulitpathd is a path checker and is responsible with bringing the paths back online after it’s restored. 

Without workaround the dm create line is following;

dm create mpath0 0 2097152 multipath 0 0 1 1 round-robin 0 4 1 65:32 1000 65:160 1000 69:160 1000 70:32 1000

Solution:
The workaround to fix this problem would be create a new initrd that has multipath devices with its UUID. 

The workaround can be applied by following the steps below;

# MULTIPATH=no mkinitrd  -f /boot/initrd-$(uname -r).img $(uname -r)
Please note: That the above command will overwrite the old initrd file, you must back up the old initrd file before running the above command.

With the workaround applied, the dm create line is following;

dm create mpath0 --uuid mpath-3600507630efffc540000000000001059 0 2097152

multipath 0 0 2 1 round-robin 0 2 1 68:160 100 65:32 100 round-robin 0 2 1

65:160 100 69:32 100
